1. Provision of two periods for CCA (Co-curricular activities) which includes BS&G/Cub and
Bufbul, NCC, Clubs activities etc.

2. Provision for "Art Education” periods which includes drawing, dance, music, dramatics
efc. as envisaged in NCF.

3. Provisions for life skill, value education and gender sensitivity etc.
Provision of periods for lab oriented activities in Mathematics, Science etc.

5. Provision of periods for practical/project activities in subjects other than Science and
Maths as prescribed by CBSE.

Note: - The staff-sanction strength of a KV, however, will remain the same,
