G.8.R. 1209(E).— In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309 read with clause (5) of article
148 of the Constitution and after consultation with the Comptroller and Auditor Genera! uf India in relation to persons
~ervmg un the Todian Audit and Accounts Depariment. the President hereby makes the foliowing rules further to amend
the Central Civil Services (Leave) Rules, 1972, namely:-

I. (1) These rules may be called the Central Ciwil Services (Leave) (Fourth Amendment) Rules, 2018.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication m the Official Gazettc.

2. Inthe Central Civil Services (Leave) Rules, 1972, —

(A) inrule 28, in sub-rule (1) for clauses (a}, (b} and (¢), the following clauses shall be substitnted, namely:-

“ta) The leave account uf cvery Government servant (other than a military officer) who is serving in a
Vacauun Departiment shall be credited with earned leave, in advance’  in two installiments of five days
cuch on the first day of January and July of every calendar year.

tb) In respect of any vear in which a Government Servant avails a portion of the vecation, he shall be
entiled 1o additional earped leave in such proportion of tweaty days, as the number of days of vacation not
taken bears to the full vacation, provided the iotal carned leave eredited shall not exceed thirty days in a

calendar year.

{c) It. inany year, the Guvernment servant does not avail any vacation, earned leave will be as per Rule 26
instead of clauscs (@) and {b).":

(B1 1 rule 29, for sub-rule (1), the following sub-rule shall be substituted, namely:—

“(1) The half pay leave account of every Goverament servant (other than a military officer and a Government
servant serving in u Vacation Department) shall be credited with half pay leave in advance, in {two installments
of ten days each on the first day of January and July of every calendar year.™;

<) in rule 43-C.  {a)$or sub-rule (1), the following sub-rule shal! be substitoted, namely™

“(1) Subject Io the provisions of this rule, a feinale Governinent servant and single male Guvernment
servant may be granted child eare leave by an authority cnmpetent lo grant leave for a maximum
period of seven hundred and thirty days during entire service for taking care of two eldest surviving
children. whether for rearing or for luoking after any of their needs, such as education, sickness and the
like.” .

{b) for sub-rules {3) and (4), the following sub-rules shall be substituted, namely:-

“(3) Grant of child carc leave 10 a female Government servant and a single male Government servant
under sub-rule (1) shall be subjeet 10 the following conditions, namely:-

(i} it shall net be granted for mnore than three spells in calendur yeur;

{i1} in vuse of wsingle Famale Governrvent servant, the grant of leave in three spells in a calendar
veur shall be exiended to six spells ina calendar year.
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(iii) it snail not erdinarily be granted during the probation period except in case of certain extreme
situations where the leave sancticning authorily is satisfied about the need of child care leave
to the probationer, provided 1hat the period for which such {eave is sanctioned is minimal.

{iv) child care leave may not be granted tor u period less thun five duys at a time.

(4) During the period of child care leave, a feriale Government servant and a single male Government
servant shall be paid one hundred percent of the salary for the frst three hundred and sixty five days, and
at eighty percent of the salary for the next three hundred and sixty five days,

Explanation.—Single Male Governrnent Servant’ means — an unmarmried or widower or divorcee
Government servant.”™;

(D) forrule 44, the following rule shall he substituted. namely:-

“44. Work Related Nliness and Injury Leave:-

The authority competent ty grant leave may grant Work Related Hiness and Injury Leave { herein after
referred to as WRIIL) tn a Gnvernment servant (whether permanent or temporary), who suffers illness or injury
that is autrihutuble W or ageravated in the performance of her or his oliicial duries or in consequence of her ov

his official position cubject to the provisions contained in sub-rule (1) of rule 19 of these rules, on the following
conditions, namely

(13 Fuil pay and allowances shall be granted to all employees during the entire period of hospitalisation
on account of WRITL.

{2} Beynnd huspitalization, WRIIL shall be governed as follows:

fa) A Government servant (other than u military officer) Full pay and aliowances for the six
months immediately following hospitalisation and Haif Pay for twelve months beyond the
said peried of six months. The Half Pay period inay be commuted to full pay with
corresponding number of days of Half Pay Leave debited from the employees leave account.

(b} For officers of Central Armed Puolice Forces full g2y and allowances for six months
tmmediately following the hespitalisation and full pay only for the next twenty four months.

(£) For personnel below the rank of ufficer of the Central Armed Police Forces full pay and
altfuwances, with no himit egarding period.

(3} In the case of persons o whom the Workmen's Compensation &ct, 1923 applics, the ameunt of
leuve salury payahie under WRIIL whal] be reduced by the amount of compensation paid under the
Act.

(4) No Earned Leave or Half Pay Leave shall be credited during the period that cmployee is on
WRIIL.".
